The Mclntire Road Recycling Center is
located on Mclntire Road next to the ball
field near the County Office Building. From
the 250 Bypass, turn onto Mclntire Road.
Follow Mclntire Road until you see the red
“Mclntire Road Recycling Center” sign on
the right. Turn right and follow the signs
into the Center.

The Mclntire Road Recycling Center is open
Wednesday through Friday from 8:30 am -
5:20 pm, Saturday, 9:30 am - 5:20 pm,
Sunday 12:30 pm - 5:20 pm. The Center will
be closed on Mondays and Tuesdays. Please
allow sufficient time to unload before closing
time.

The Mclntire Road Recycling Center is
closed in observance of the following
holidays: New Year’s Day, Lee-Jackson Day,
Easter, Thomas Jefferson’s Birthday (Apr.
13), Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day
and the following Friday, Christmas Eve and
Christmas Day.

Book Exchange Bin

The Mclntire Road Recycling Center accepts
various items for recycling. Bins are set up
for specific items. If you have questions
about where to deposit something, there are
recycling attendants available who will be
happy to assist you.

* Mixed Paper/Brown Paper: wrapping
paper, packing paper, paper juice containers,
cereal boxes, and all non-corrugated
cardboard.

= Office Paper: junk mail, copy/printer
paper

* Newspaper and Magazines including

catalogs

* Corrugated Cardboard (cannot have a
waxy coating)

= Old Books: soft and hard back
* Telephone Books

* Glass: clear, blue, green, brown and yellow
(co-mingled)

= Aluminum and Steel Cans

= Plastic containers marked #1 and #2:
beverage, detergent, shampoo, salad, mustard
and ketchup. #2 plastic motor oil containers

and lawn and garden containers will not be
accepted.
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Do you have books that you have read and
would like a place to take them for others to
enjoy? The Mclntire Road Recycling Center
offers a free Book Exchange Program that
lets you drop off your old books! Bring your
books to the Center and drop them off at the
Book Bin. While you’re there, check out the
other books people have brought in. See
something you like?
